Terms of Reference
Description: The Communications Alliance Mobile Number Portability (MNP) Administration Group was established in 2004 to ensure the efficient operation of MNP within the scope of the Mobile Number Portability Industry Code (C570:2009) and to address industry level issues that are specific to MNP. 

Constitution: Membership of the MNP Administration Group is limited to mobile carriers and MNP participants, but the Group may decide to establish links with other organisations where this might benefit discussions relating to specific MNP related issues. The Group may also establish sub-groups to work on specific MNP related issues.
Scope: The MNP Administration Group will be responsible for
· identifying and resolving any issues associated with the efficient operation of MNP; 

· co-ordination of  industry testing of new participants;

· co-ordination of the implementation of new digital certificates;

· identification of relevant Public Holidays as National Public Holidays and to ensure that all MNP Participants are aware of Porting and Non-Porting Days;

· ensuring that the MNP Contact List and Expected Data Table are maintained;

· coordination of changes to MNP participants when there is an MNP impact on the overall industry;

· monitoring developments in the industry in order to identify and recommend change to Communications Alliance A MNP documents, including the MNP Industry Code, Operations Manual, IT Specifications and test documents that would provide a cost benefit to the efficient operations on MNP; and
· report on a regular basis, as appropriate, to the Communications Alliance Operations Reference Panel (ORP). 

The MNP Administration Group will follow the Communications Alliance Operating Manual where applicable with the position of Chairperson being reviewed every two years. The Group will meet on an as needs basis.
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
